A few issues arose regarding competitions and their format. Fiona, Isabel and the Lady Captain met
to streamline information on costs, format, dates, prizes, cups, and areas of responsibility.

A discussion took place regarding the low number of entrants in club competitions and medals in
spite of having approx. 140 lady members. Concerns regarding high handicap players being
reluctant or anxious about playing in competitions alongside low handicap players was noted. It
was agreed to advocate for participation by communicating the friendliness, tolerance, and
empathy of all members, irrespective of handicap.

Glen Committee Meeting

Numerous issues and how they are being addressed were reported, e.g. tree planting, and bore
hole options to offset water costs and clubhouse insurance.

The club currently has healthy financial liquidity which is being spent on course maintenance.
